It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure coursework completed meets credit unit and subject area requirements for ECE certification.  Courses considered for ECE certification are from four subject areas.  Course descriptions from post-secondary institution calendars and course outlines are used to assess the suitability of a course for a subject area.  

Once courses have been assessed for ECE certification, all subsequent courses taken to increase an ECE level must be related to early childhood education.
